Communication: Follow instructions (e.g., given in Spanish to construct an “ OJO DE DIOS'), using the
appropriate interpretive strategies to compl ete the project.

Procedures

1.

In order to understand manners and customs of various target language societies (29A), students should
experience sufficient learning opportunities to develop the following:
o Demonstrate culturally authentic activities following simple target language instructions.

2. Have students review and discuss the assessment task and how the rubric will be used to evaluate their work.
e Explain in Spanish the purpose and origin of “Ojos de Dios’ using the instructions on the “OJO DE DIOS
Resource Sheet.”
e  Show some samples with typical colors and answer questions, ensuring that all students understand the
project.
e Lay out the materials each student will need.
3. Read the directions on the resource sheet one step at atime to make the “OJO DE DIOS.”
4. Have each student present his/her project to the class, explaining in the target language the purpose of and
where the “Ojos de Dios” originated.
5. Optional: adapt to common folk art for other languages.
6. Evaluate each student’s performance using the Foreign Language Rubric as follows and add each student’s
scores to determine the performance level:
¢ Knowledge: All directions were followed completely and correctly; the “ OJO DE DIOS’ produced is
culturally authentic and complete.
e Comprehension: Followed directions with understanding and facility; presentation was spoken clearly and
without hesitation; used natural sounding pronunciation and intonation.
e Communication: Interpretive and presentation strategies were complete, appropriate and correct.
