
FAVORITE ACTIVITY 
 

 
Performance Standard 28D.G 
 
Write a persuasive composition on a favorite activity in the target language accordingly: 
• Knowledge: Know the vocabulary and complex language structures for writing a persuasive composition. 
• Comprehension:  Respond with understanding and facility. 
• Communication: Use the appropriate interpretive and presentational strategies to explain and recommend a 

favorite activity. 
 
Procedures 
 
1. In order to use the target language to present information, concepts and ideas for a variety of purposes to 

different audiences (28D), students should experience sufficient learning opportunities to develop the 
following: 

Make a brief presentation on a topic of personal interest or on a topic that has been studied in another 
subject area.

• Prepare a written or audiovisual presentation on a topic of interest in daily life. 
2. Have students review and discuss the assessment task and how the rubric will be used to evaluate their work. 
3. Have students write a composition of at least one page (about 200 words) on a favorite activity, describing the 

activity clearly. Begin the assessment with a 10 minute planning phase:  organize/outline ideas for composition; 
use dictionaries of other reference materials during the pre-writing phase. 

4. Have students include the following in their compositions: 
• Description of the activity 
• Explain why this is a favorite activity 
• Try to persuade reader to participate in this activity. 

5. Begin 25 minute times writing period of timed writing period immediately after the pre-planning phase.  
Students may use their organizational notes during writing. 

6. Stop all writing at the end of the 25-minute period. 
7. Evaluate each student’s performance using the Foreign Language Rubric as follows and add each student’s 

scores to determine the performance level: 
• Knowledge:  All linguistic elements of the composition were complete and correct. 
• Comprehension: Composition contained at least 200 words and was completed within 25 minutes. 
• Communication:  Interpretive and presentational strategies were complete, appropriate and correct; the 

explanation and recommendation of the favorite activity was clear and complete.
